Monodic Chants of Belarusian and Ukrainian
Irmologions and the Issue of their Revival

He music domain of life in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania is relected in various religious scripts. The
study of hymnography samples which can be found in handwriten sources is linked to the study of poeic
musical texts and to deciphering of musical notaion which is long forgoten and out of use. In Irmologions
of the late XVI — XVIII centuries the cants are writen in t from of 5-line Kiev notaion which appears to
provide a way to promptly reconstruct the ancient monodic chants. However, the complex history of
evoluion of this from of notaion lead to diferent interpretaions of the line notated texts of Irmologions.
The aricle ofers the sequence for deciphering and reconstrucion of monodic chants and the principles for
reading complex fragments of notes.
