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The paper focuses on the scientific evolution of the term of pattern in Cultural Studies. The study by
American scientists revealed the importance of approaches and contradictory interpretations of it, the
necessity to introduce the theory of pattern into Eastern European Cultural Studies. The paper describes
Clark Wissler ideas of «universal culture patterny, «unconscious patterns of social behavior» by Edward
Sapir, unigue «patterns of culture» by Ruth Benedict, «cultural focuses» by Melville Herskovits,
behavioral patterns in the core of the culture by Alfred Kroeber and Clyde Kluckhohn, Gregory Bateson s
«metapatterny. During the analysis the main approaches to the definition of the pattern, its differences
from the cultural ethos were singled out. In the conclusion, the author proposed her own definition of the
concept.
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
