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Ceramics as other kinds of Belarusian decorative art is singled out by prominent national distinctness,
reflects the national character, spiritual aspirations. Decorative applied arts, namely ceramics, studies
promote the development of art thinking, fine art skills, shaping artistic abilities.

Ways of teaching the craft in student professional training are considered in the article, in a more
detailed way — ways of decorating ceramic pieces with engobe technique.

The training is performed in lectures and practical classes as well as in controlled independent
student work at Art Faculty Decorative Applied Art course (Ceramic Pieces). In practical classes students
learn different skills of shaping and decorating ceramics. The craft of a ceramic artist can be learned and
professional specialists can be trained for independent practical work only through a number of practical
tasks. The future of the original and nationally specific art is in the hands of the young generation which
is to continue the preservation and development of ceramics.
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
