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For the first time, the article analyzes socially and culturally grounded patterns of art collecting
and antiques business in Belarus. Based on the world and Belarusian experience, it is obvious that
the ideas underlying the motivations of art collectors always seek to influence their society and its
material environment. However, art becomes so influential only when it really solves problems that
especially arise between culture and its environment (society). The future of the medium of art itself
depends on the solution of these problems: ethnic group, nation, state. The author comes to the
conclusion that the emergence, development and current state of art collecting and antiquarian business
of Belarus can influence the resolution of problems periodically arising between the culture and the
society of its territories.
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
