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The article considers the issues of the transformation of cultural identity in the information society.
Despite the amount of research into the problem of cultural identity, its features in the modern culture are
examined in fragments. In connection with that it seems important to compilate researchers’ findings, to
continue the study of this topic, to identify how virtual forms of social and cultural institutions influence
the cultural identity.

The article contains an analysis of the modern understanding of cultural identity, stages of its
formation and development levels, shows interpretation of the concept of "network identity";
highlights core resources of the identification in virtual cultural space: the language, traditions and
culture facts sharing. By generalizing the current publications we put forward the main trends in the
transformation of individual cultural identity in information society.

We have also considered the impact of virtual social and cultural institutions on cultural
identification: our own classification of such institutions is described (by the ways of interaction with the
conventional counterparts), examples of virtual social and cultural institutions impact on processes of
cultural identifying are given. It also describes the possibility of managing this impact and formulates
recommendations for targeted support formation and development of cultural identity by means of
virtual social and cultural institutions.
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
