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The article is the first art history study of the NEMOSKVA Project which is implemented by the
NCCA as part of ROSIZO in 2018-2022 as a long-term multicomponent platform. The first stage of
the Project took place in the regions of the Russian Federation in 2018 and included local studies of
the current cultural situation in a number of Russian cities, a mobile international symposium of a group
of international experts, a transformable exhibition “Big Country — Big Ideas” exhibited at the stopping
points of the mobile symposium, lectures and discussion events, and reviews of the ideas of art projects.
The analysis of the first year of the NEMOSKVA Project activity made it possible to reveal the strategic
focus of the Project on the formation of an international professional community that brought together
leading Russian and foreign experts in the field of contemporary art, on the popularization and promotion
of contemporary Russian art on the basis of the studied specifics of the cultural and art environment, on
the development of partnership in the field of contemporary art.
