The Mythological Universal of Tetramorph as a Tool
for Analysis and Basis of the Mask Comedy
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The universal of tetramorph as a tool of the analysis of the mask comedy (the comedy of the
disguised) is used in the work for the first time; new links are established and a big horizontal is
substantiated which incorporates various time modifications of the mask comedy from genre syncretism
of prehistoric action, through moresque to futurist theater.

The quarter character of the mask comedy and of “Victory over the Sun” is explained through the
tetramorph.

Del arte comedy and Harlequin costume correlate with ancient Egypt, with Chore sons.

Tetramorph as a tool for the research united different layers as well as plot and image lines of “Victory
over the Sun”. Moresque was defined as a source of a learned language, black and white confrontation
(also manifested as the East — West opposition) in the imagery of “Victory over the Sun”.
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
