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As introduction to the issues, the author started with the analysis of pluralism of opinions of scientists
in relation to the substantive content of the terms «information competence» and «information culture».

The training process of library and information science in Nigeria is shown in the history of its
development. The characteristic of the main tendencies of the University and additional professional
education of Nigeria, influencing the content of educational programs in the field of library and
information science is given.

The substantive content of educational curricula in universities in Nigeria (the States of Abia, and
Delta, University of Ibadan) from the position of shaping information competence of students and
graduates of institutions of higher education; undergraduates, graduate students, faculty, professionals in
University libraries is analyzed. The factors influencing the content of educational programs in the field
of library and information science from the point of view of training to apply information and
communication technologies are identified. Solutions to the problems of shaping information culture of
participants of educational process at all levels are proposed.
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
