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The article gives a qualitatively new, corresponding to modern scientific ideas definition of the notion
of body modifications, which implies such artificial changes in the human body as tattoo, scarification
and piercing.

In particular, the immediate focus is on the analysis of the transformation of the interpretation of this
phenomenon in the fundamental works of a number of scientific fields: cultural studies, anthropology,
and ethnography.

The scientific interest is the examination of body modifications as one of the channels of non-verbal
communication, the way of presenting the individual's attitude to the outside world, a means of
representation of the social and cultural identity of the person.

This article assumes the possibility of further systematic study of artificial body changes, which will
allow considering them as one of the social and cultural codes, which recorded the particular culture at
various stages of its historical development.
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
