SYMBOLIC EMBODIMENT OF THE ARCHETYPE OF SHADOW
IN A. MICKIEWICZ’S POEM “THE DZIADY”
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The article deals with the embodiments of the archetype of Shadow in A. Mickiewicz’s poem "The
Dziady". Using the Jungian archetypal theory it is noted that the detection of particular artistic expression
of the archetype of Shadow in the poem takes place on the subjective level of the individual character
(Gustav-Konrad, the souls of sinners), or on the level of the collective community (the figurative
embodiment of the power as an enemy and the destructive activity of aliens) — all that opposes and
prevents the harmonious development, violates the usual order and inhibits the dynamics. The author
emphasizes the specific images, which are projected on the archetype of Shadow are due not only to the
world's collective experience, but also the era, the social and cultural context, the dominant cultural
program. In the context of the cultural understanding of the ambivalence of the archetype of Shadow: the
struggle and the acceptance of own Shadow promotes the development of the individual and the society.
This study is a contribution to the development of the archetypal aspects of Belarusian culture of the X1X
century .
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
