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The paper explores national specifics, as well as universal models of psychosocial development in two
adaptations of the Red Pony story cycle by John Steinbeck (directed by Lewis Milestone, 1949 and
Robert Totten, 1973). The models of personality development from preteen to adulthood, which later
became the material for theoretical generalizations as E. Erikson’s theory of the stages of human
development, Steinbeck’s phalanx and ecological holism concepts, are exhibited in the paper. In the
screen versions, the following national paradigms can be identified: Westernization, the search for a new
visible “frontier”, as well as erasing the boundaries of indigenous cultural differences.
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
