Bodily Modifications: to the Issue of Terminology
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The article presents the results of an analysis of the work of domestic and foreign researchers who
have studied the features of practices for changing the body in traditional tribes and their relevance in
modern society. The key point is to clarify the term «bodily modifications» for the possibility of its
subsequent use as an integrating concept to such types of body changes as tattoos and scarring.

The relevance of this article is determined by the need to clarify the term «bodily modificationsy,
which will eliminate inaccuracies in the conceptual apparatus, which will be used in further studies of the
specifics of the symbolic aspect of this phenomenon.

The most correct criterion (in addition to the general history and functional significance), on the basis
of which tattooing and scarification can be combined into one class, is a common mechanism of
application.
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
