Letters of the Artist 1. Bogdanovich to Princess M. Hohenlohe: Strokes to the Creative Portrait
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The article is devoted to the analysis of letters of the Vilno artist losif Bogdanovich to Princess Maria
Hohenlohe, who was the landowner, the owner of huge manors in the territory of Belarus and Lithuania.
The letters are stored in the Central Archive of Hohenlohe in Neuenstein (Germany). The letters are
published and analyzed for the first time. The letters disclose the nature of relationship of the artist with
the customer and also complete the list of his works which weren't known to experts. On the basis of these
documents the author draws a conclusion that in the late 19th century I. Bogdanovich was the main
author of portrait copies of Princes Radziwill and Princes Wittgenstein families. The author elicits an
earlier unknown fact that the artist stayed in Strasbourg in the Palace of the Deputy when this position
was held by the Princess’s husband. The letters enrich the biography of the artist with the new facts.
These papers are the latest known documents on his activity. His destiny and creativity after 1893 aren’t
known.
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
