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The article examines and analyzes the commonality of artistic traditions and local features of women's
traditional headdress basting (namitka) as one of the expressive elements of folk costume of Polesiye
Region of Belarus and Ukraine. The headdress basting was linked stylistically with the rest of the
clothing, its coloring, decoration and a concluding composition element in the traditional clothes.

Cultural and historical factors of shaping general and local features of the headdress basting
(namitka) of Polesiye are revealed and analyzed. Attention is focused on the tradition of its manufacture
and wearing, the semantics of towel headdress. Commonality of the archaic modular decorating basics as
well as harmonious artistic composition of the canvas of namitka is revealed. Local artistic features were
revealed, which were formed under the influence of various factors that created individual recognition,
symbolic and ethno-defining function, which manifested itself in the composition of the design and the
number of decor, variability of ways of wearing, which created a unique artistic image of the towel
headdress namitka in the Belarusian-Ukrainian Polesiye. Research of the towel women's headdress
basting is an important element of the preservation of the traditional culture of the Belarusian-Ukrainian
Polesiye.
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
