Musical and Pedagogical Heritage of Belarusian Composer Ya. E. Kosolapov
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The article is devoted to Vitebsk composer Ya. E. Kosolapov (1934-1982) the USSR
Composers’Union member, the BSSR Composers 'Union Board member.

The analysis of the line of pedagogical and creative following makes it possible to trace the
interconnection between the Russian and the Belarusian composer schools. Ya.E. Kosolapov graduated
from Belarusian State Conservatoire, A. V. Bogatyrev’s composition class, who owes his knowledge to
oldest Belarusian musicians V. A. Zolotarev and N. I. Aladov as well as to folklorist Ya. V. Prokhorov.
The student years of the latter are connected with the outstanding Russian composers A. K. Liadov, N. A.
Rimski-Korsakov and M. A. Balakirev.

Material about vocal and choir works, instrumental music and children’s songs by Ya. E. Kosolapov is
presented in the paper as well as his pedagogical ideas, principles and methods.
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
