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The article provides an overview of the development of approaches to understanding and defining
urban design and urban environment design in China after the announcement of reform and openness
policies. Opinions of Chinese and foreign experts on this issue are examined. The problem of ambiguity
in the interpretation of the terms “urban design” and “urban environment design” in the scientific
literature in Chinese, Russian and English languages, as well as the lack of a unified approach to their
understanding among theorists and practitioners is indicated. It was revealed that the professional
content of the design of the urban environment is closely combined with urban design and they can be
considered as synonyms. The scale of urban design in modern Chinese cities, as well as in Western
Europe and the USA, is analyzed. Based on the analysis of existing approaches in different countries, the
definition of the term “urban environment design” is given, which is applicable to modern Chinese
theory and practice of urban design. The scope of the urban environment design based on the level of
urban design (meso- and micro-levels of the city) is revealed. The purpose of the urban environment
design is described. The factors that influence the design of the urban environment to a greater extent
and its main purpose are identified — cultural, economic, regulatory and political.
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
