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The article raises the actual problem of social dynamics of the society and culture in Belarusian lands of Grand Duchy
of Lithuania. The author offers a periodization of this process both in the chronological framework of GDL, and in historical
retrospect. The presented material allows us to draw a conclusion about the close relationship between the economic and
political situation in the society and the forms of culture that cover the time frame of the XIlI-XV centuries. The social dynamics
of the time period under study shows how changes occurred in the system of values, social and state institutions, the status of
the individual and their genetic connection with various processes in culture. The analysis of the social dynamics of Belarusian
culture is based on the understanding of the man’s place in social and cultural processes of the Belarusian lands of GDL in
the XIlI-XV centuries, on the emergence of new values, traditions, forms of culture, including legal ones related to justice and
equality. The XIlI-XV centuries are considered to be the most interesting period to study, because in this period the foundations
were laid of the identity, characteristics and distinctive features of Belarusian culture and the Belarusian language. In these
centuries, such a “national” feature of Belarusians as tolerance was shaped which is due to the synthesis of the cultures of
the Slavs and Balts, the presence of external threats. Other key areas of social dynamics of the Belarusian lands of GDL were
the emergence of military layer and the formation of the “Golden liberties” nobility, the birth of the ideas of “equality” and
“Sarmatian”, as well as the emergence of the social layer of “meshchan” (philistines) with the consolidation of their status by
“Magdeburg law” and the release of a considerable part of peasants from military service and their the gradual consolidation
on the owners’ lands. A distinctive feature of social dynamics, which had developed into a prominent feature of Belarusian
culture, was the preservation of traditional values, on the basis of which the Belarusian ethnic group and the Old Belarusian
language arose. In the period under study, elite and traditional (folk) cultures were formed. We distinguish “justice” in the
social dynamics of Belarusian culture, exploring its genesis in legal forms and language, assuming that the above-mentioned
processes of social dynamics reflect the “arrangement of being” that is conditioned by the historical understanding of “justice”.
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
