MEMORIAL SITES AND TRADITIONS
OF ART FACULTY IN THE CONTEXT OF SOCIAL
AND HISTORICAL MEMORY PRESERVATION
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For 25 years there has been a tradition at Art Faculty to visit annually graves of colleagues, who had passed away and to
tidy them (G.P. Isakov, Fine Arts Department Associate Professor is the supervisor). In “Druzhba” Cemetery in Vitebsk numerous
Art Faculty teachers are buried. Most gravestones were erected by families and are typical grave monuments. The memorial
gravestones made by Vitebsk State University Fine Arts Department teachers sculptors Ivan Ivanovich Kolodovski and Sergei
Nikolayevich Sotnikov are of special interest. The history of the creation of these monuments, their characteristic features are
presented in the article.

The article analyzes stylistic features of the gravestones of Art Faculty teachers as well as traditions of social and historical
memory preservation. During the period of Art Faculty existence in Vitebsk among its teachers there were both those who did
not work there long and those who gave decades of their lives to art teaching. Some of them had large families and were taken
care of by their relatives after their deaths; others lived and died lonely leaving their graves for the colleagues and friends to
look after.
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
