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The article centers round the comparison of the Harvest Festival of Belarus and of China. For the first time, the features
of shaping and development of this holiday in the two countries are considered. The history of the emergence and further
evolution of this holiday is studied on the example of the accompanying rituals, customs, folk songs, dances and crafts.
The article describes the development of the system of ritual events of the autumn Harvest Festival over a long period,
compares folk rituals and customs in celebrating the harvest of China and Belarus, and also makes an attempt to study the
artistic specifics of the traditional and modern Harvest Festival. Based on scientific and documentary sources (chronicles,
monographs, reference books, individual scientific articles), the author presents the genesis of the Belarusian and the Chinese
harvest festivals from antiquity to the present. The relevance of the study is associated with the need to comprehend the
historical and cultural heritage of the past, which will make it possible to predict the trend of the subsequent development
of the Harvest Festival in the Belarusian and Chinese societies. As positive prospects for the development of the Harvest
Festival in both the countries at the present and in the future, the author points out close connection of traditional holidays
with constantly renewing forms of modern art, reliance on national origins, as well as openness to various national cultures
of the world.
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
