The talent of Anatoly Kaplan manifested itself in different spheres of art: painting, graphics and ceramics. The artist’s
works can be found in many world museums; his graphic art is still a subject of research.

In Kaplan’s graphics one can come across both features of academism and avant-garde, which are more frequent.

The art of Jewish avant-garde artists is characterized by the immersion into the issues of the national self-identification,
by the search for ways of further development of Jewish art as well as by the interaction with the Jewish art tradition. In this
context, the generalization of the points which refer to Kaplan’s link with a part of pictorial tradition of Jews is of interest.

The artist drew inspiration from the folklore, works by Jewish classic artists, thus preserving commitment to the national
art. As a result, he created his own plastic language.

A number of ideas which confirm the application by Kaplan of a part of Jewish art tradition are considered in the article.
As is known, the commitment to it is one of the most significant things when it comes to Jewish avnat-garde since the early
XXth century Jewish avant-garde as well as Jewish folk art was based on the folklore tradition.
