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The importance of the Bible for European culture is claimed in this research paper. It is attested by
the long lasting dialogue with the Bible, which started from its first translations into European
languages. The conception of the dialogue of cultures and the theory of intertextuality let us say that the
Bible is not only a source of intertextual elements, but also an especially significant pretext — archetext.
An assumption is made that the Bible is also a “text-code” (Yu. M. Lotman) for the art culture of Anglo-
American modernism, which regularizes elements of its texts in a certain way. The meaning of the
Biblical “code” is specified on the ground of definitions of “code” existing in Cultural Studies. Its
significance for the culture of Anglo-American modernism, which is presented by the works of T. S. Eliot,
E. Pound, W. Lewis and B. Britten, is identified. Herewith the art culture of Anglo-American modernism
is considered as an indivisible semiotic system, which has its own borders, constructional foundations
and codes. One of its most consequential codes is the Biblical “code”. A necessity of its deciphering is
substantiated.
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
