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The issue of social cognition is given a special part in psychology. The latest research indicates that
the strongest impact on the developing I-image as a child’s own image of himself is often caused by
parents since they supply children with images of right and wrong actions, patterns of behavior and
assessment of actions.



The goal of the work is to determine the structural features of the I-image of substitute mothers, the
You-image of the adopted child, the You-image of the spouse, as well as the identification of the
relationships in these socially perceptual images.

Material and methods. The base of the research is Vitebsk Regional Institute for the
Development of Education. The material for the study was replacement mothers in the number of 42
people. All the respondents are parents with various length of service in the position of adoptive
parent (parent-educator), participants in continuing education courses for adoptive parents. The
research methods are theoretical methods, empirical methods (the method of studying the human
image “The structure of the human image” (V.L. Sitnikov), mathematical and statistical methods.

Findings and their discussion. Based on the empirical study, some patterns were identified in the
ideas of substitute mothers about themselves, as well as patterns in their ideas about the adopted
child and spouse. These patterns are determined by such structural components of images as: social,
ambivalent characteristics, as well as by the characteristics of social intelligence.

In the description of themselves, their spouse and child, substituting mothers reflect to a greater
extent the psychological and social levels, and to a lesser extent the biological level of the perceived
image. In the reflection of the adopted child and their spouse, substitute mothers have their own ideas
about themselves, which are a guide in understanding the subjects of the family system. When
interacting with the adopted child and her spouse, substitute mothers have a marked need for their
knowledge, caused by a situation of changing the family system as a whole.

Conclusion. The identified features and regularities encourage us to conduct further research of the
image of children in the minds of substitute parents.
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
