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Globalization is one of the most significant and contradictory phenomena of our time. The
accumulated experience of globalization shows that along with the advantages, disadvantages of
globalization are likely to arise. In modern science, an approach has developed that presupposes the
study of primarily the economic consequences of globalization. Social consequences are considered to
be indirect and not exactly related to globalization, being derived from economic consequences.
However, increased attention to social problems in the context of the adoption of global goals in the
field of sustainable development showed that the social and economic components are not fully
interrelated and can develop in opposite directions.

The aim of the study is to determine the social consequences of economic globalization based on
the experience of developed and developing countries and to identify prospects for optimizing this
process through regulation.

Material and methods. As objects for the study, we selected the top 10 developed and top 10
developing countries according to the KOF globalization index in 2019. Correlation analysis was chosen
as a research method, since it allows us to establish links between indicators without requiring their
close interdependence.

Findings and their discussion. It was revealed that, in contrast to the high economic risks, the social
risks of globalization are practically zero. Instead, with globalization, social benefits are increasing,
expressed in the form of harmonization of the labor market, the development of a digital society and
an improvement in the quality of life of the population, in particular, ensuring a balance of the world
community by balancing social disparities between developed and developing countries. It is proved
that the consequences contributing to the improvement of the quality of life of the population in
developing countries. much more pronounced than in developed countries. This means that
developing countries, which are traditionally more inclined to limit the impact of globalization on them
for economic reasons, should, when determining their foreign economic policy, strengthen it by
measures to promote globalization in the interests of social development. Otherwise, the differences
in impact on developed and developing countries are minimal. That is, there is no imbalance of
consequences typical for the economic sphere, in which the developed countries derive the main
advantages, and the developing countries bear the majority of the costs. From a social point of view,
globalization can be characterized as a positive phenomenon of our time.

Conclusion. The proposed author's recommendations will optimize the impact of globalization on
the social environment in developed and developing countries and ensure the manipulation of
economic globalization as a mechanism for the implementation of global sustainable development
goals.
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
