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In international practice, one can find several attempts to evaluate economic impact of inclusive
tourism. Analysis of foreign approaches depicted that authors use various indicators and bases for
evaluation that creates difficulties in comparing the results and following the dynamics.

The aim of this work is to develop a system of indicators for a complex evaluation of inclusive
tourism development on the macro level that would allow to unify the existing approaches to some
extent.

Material and methods. As a basis, the author used foreign research articles dedicated to the
evaluation of inclusive tourism economic impact on national economy, findings of the corresponding
research carried out in Australia, USA, Germany, Great Britain, and specialized reports of the European



Commission. The author used such research methods as comparative analysis, systematization,
generalization and synthesis.

Findings and their discussion. Nowadays there is no complete system of analysis of inclusive
tourism development in any country. This justifies the need for the development of a unified
indicator system that would allow to evaluate inclusive tourism development on a systematic basis.
Therefore, the author proposes a system of indicators for the economic evaluation of inclusive tourism
development on the macro level. The proposed indicator system consists of three modules — economic,
management and social. Each module includes sub-modules uniting from 2 to 12 indicators. In
general, the system includes 54 indicators.

Conclusion. The author’s indicator system will enable a more complete analysis of inclusive tourism
development because it covers economic, social, legal and institutional aspects. The analysis of the
proposed indicators will allow evaluating the level of inclusive tourism development in the country,
developing appropriate measures to overcome existing difficulties, and in perspective comparing this
sphere in different countries.
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
