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Adolescent Ideas About the Value Essence
of Their Psychological Health
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Obtaining a significant amount of various knowledge at education establishments is inextricably linked with physical exertion and neuro-psychic
experiences, which often affects the health and attitude towards life situations of the younger generation. Despite the fact that mentors strive to form
positive personal, social, communicative attitudes, increase the stability of reactions and the ability to apply in practice techniques of tolerant interaction
and constructive behavior in critical situations, the psyche of some students does not always cope with daily difficulties.

The purpose of the article is to study the presence of adolescents' ideas about psychological health and the essence of its values.

Material and methods. The research was carried out on the basis of the State Education Establishment‘“Secondary School No. 46 of Vitebsk”, State
Education Establishment “Secondary School No. 10 of Vitebsk” and Vitebsk State P.M. Masherov University. In the course of the study, methods of analysis,
interpretation and data processing were used.

Findings and their discussion. The research data make it possible for us to assert that a significant part of the respondents have an idea of the
psychological health of the individual. In particular, 41% of the surveyed students named the state of calmness and harmony as their mental health, 19% -
the absence of conflicts in the family and in the environment, 17% — a healthy nervous system, 13% — a positive emotional state, 6% — an adequate perception
of what is happening in the world, and only 4% refused to answer. The interpretation of the obtained Kuhn-McPartland test data “Who am 12" allows us
to conclude that the respondents reflected in their answers self-description, first of all, the role aspects of “Social I”’, “Reflexive I”, “Active I”, to a lesser
extent “Physical I” and not a single person used associations with the concept of health and psychological health.

Conclusion. The healthy functioning of the personality of adolescents as a positive process, the desire for self-realization and self-actualization is the
basis of their health. Nevertheless, the understanding of psychological health as a person’s ability to function fully in conditions of restriction by social and
cultural norms of the society or a social group was not reflected in both children’s and adults’ understanding of this idea.
