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The article presents an analysis of legal regulation of car sharing services in the Russian Federation. The legal regulation of car sharing in the Republic
of Belarus is also highlighted. Car sharing is a fairly new phenomenon in modern reality and therefore it is relevant to study its legal nature. This can be seen
especially clearly in several countries. The authors analyzed and disclosed the concept of car sharing, its constituent elements and types, the regulatory
framework in the Russian Federation and the Republic of Belarus.

The purpose of the article is a comprehensive study of the legal regulation of the institution of car sharing.

Material and methods. The research material was the regulatory framework of Russia and the Republic of Belarus, as well as scientific literature.
The main methods used were comparative legal, dialectical, formal legal and theoretical analysis, synthesis, induction and deduction. The methodological
basis is the general scientific analytical method of cognition and the private scientific methods arising from it: the system-structural, specific-sociological,
technical-legal, comparative jurisprudence, etc. Their application allowed the authors to analyze the subject in question in the relationship and
interdependence of its constituent elements, their integrity, comprehensiveness and objectivity. The authors investigated legal facts, their interpretation
in a logical sequence using special legal terms and constructions.

Findings and their discussions. An analysis of civil norms was carried out, where the authors put forward proposals related to the implementation
of a number of provisions in the Civil Code of the Russian Federation concerning the legislative consolidation of the legal nature of car sharing at the
federal level, as well as its appearance in the Civil Code of the Republic of Belarus.

In the modern world, car sharing is gaining great popularity and solves the problem of using vehicles by residents of cities in different
countries, including Russia and the Republic of Belarus. Perhaps, through joint efforts and actions of several states, it is possible to come to a common
practice of regulating the car sharing agreement.
