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The state policy in the field of combating drug trafficking is one of the components of the implementation of the National Security Concept of the
Republic of Belarus. Currently, in order to further improve the anti-drug activities of all interested bodies and subjects of prevention, it seems relevant to
trace the historical retrospective of the formation and development of legislation in the field of combating drug trafficking, starting from 1917.

The purpose of the paper is to study the first historical archival documents of the Soviet period, in which various illegal actions related to drug
trafficking were regulated in various ways. The author also focuses on certain stages of shaping state bodies authorized to combat drug trafficking.

Material and methods. The material of the research was the normative legal acts in the field of combating drug trafficking, legal acts of a conceptual
and program nature. In the course of research, general scientific research methods were used as well as formal legal methods.

Findings and their discussion. The author has analyzed the development of anti-drug legislation and a system of authorized bodies in the field
of combating illegal drug trafficking, starting from the period of the formation of Soviet power. Several significant stages have been formulated, within
which the processes indicated above took place.

The research findings were introduced into the activities of the criminal police of the Internal Affairs Administration of Vitebsk Region Executive
Committee.

Conclusion. The emergence of anti-drug legislation and the formation of a system of authorized bodies in the field of combating illegal drug trafficking
in our country, starting from the period of the formation of Soviet power, several significant stages were identified, within which their specific features
are highlighted.
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
