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Forest, which takes 40% of the territory, is an important natural resource of the Republic of Belarus. The state interest is to provide efficient
scientifically grounded use of forest resources

One of the most important and strategic branches of woodworking is pulp and paper industry. Recently, a number of state programs have been
adopted which aim at the development of the branch; significant amounts of investment resources have been directed to the main base of the pulp and
paper industry, and the industry is developing steadily showing positive results.

The article aims to analyze a number of statistic parameters of the current state of the pulp and paper industry in the Republic of Belarus and
to identify current prospects for the development of the industry.

Material and methods. The research was based on statistical data of the National Statistic Committee of the Republic of Belarus, state program
documents, electronic information resources, publications of specidlists in the industry periodicals. The main research methods were comparison, analysis
and synthesis, statistical, graphical.

Findings and their discussion. The article examines the role of the pulp and paper industry in the system of public reproduction, describes the activities
of specific enterprises, analyzes the dynamics of the main statistic indicators reflecting the development of the industry, and considers the prospects
for the development.

Conclusion. The market of pulp and paper products in the structure of woodworking of the Republic of Belarus occupies key positions. Manufacturers
of paper, cardboard, and pulp work for both the domestic and foreign markets, ensuring a rational export structure. Despite significant changes in the
development of the industry since 2010, Bellesbumprom Concern has been taking strategic measures to provide state support for key enterprises, increase
their competitiveness and highly efficient use of raw materials.
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
