The Self-Concept Gender Differences
of Adolescents With Scoliosis

The article deals with the current problem of shaping and development of adolescent boys’ and girls’ with scoliosis Self-concept. An analysis
and generalization of the Self-concept problem research made it possible for the authors to theoretically single out and empirically study main
characteristics of gender differences of the Self-concept of adolescents in the norm and with scoliosis.

The purpose of the article “is to study gender differences in the Self-concept of adolescents with scoliosis.

Material and methods. The study was conducted on the basis of the State Education Establishment “MSSSBS for Children with Scoliosis” and the
State Education Establishment “Secondary School No. 35 of Mogilev”. The study invoked adolescent boys and girls with the norm and scoliosis pathology
(5th - 9th year students). We used:

1. The questionnaire “Who am I.”” by M. Kuhn and I'. McPartland.

2. The methodology of self-relation research (MIS) by V.V. Stolin and S.R. Pantileev.

3. The scale of the children’s “Self-concept” of Pierce-Harris processed by A.M. Prikhozhan.

4. Methodology of diagnostics of interpersonal relations by T. Leary.

Findings and their discussion. The theoretical part of the article shows the most important features of the formation of the Self-concept in
adolescents with scoliosis; the practical result of a comparative analysis of the gender differences of the Self-concept in normal adolescents and those with
scoliosis at the age of 11-15 years is presented. In the course of the research, the differences between the presented samples were disentitled and justified.
The research indicated that scoliosis provokes infringements of cognitive, emotional and behavioral components of the Self-concept of adolescents
with scoliosis. The results of the analysis make it possible to improve the understanding of leading psychological factors which determine the process
of the Self-concept maturation of adolescents with scoliosis.

Conclusion. The theoretical and practical material presented in the article is devoted to the Self-concept of adolescents with scoliosis. The analysis and
generalization of scientific research on the problem of the formation of the Self-concept allowed the authors to empirically study the main characteristics
of the gender differences in the Self-concept of adolescents in the norm and with scoliosis pathology. The findings can help in developing a complex
of correction programs for the shaping of the positive Self-concept of adolescents with scoliosis.
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
