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2017 year was declared the year of science. This motivated the authors to turn to the history of
national science including medicine. More over many of the medical scientists born in Belarusian
governorates, who made discoveries in applied medicine, remain unknown to Belarusians.

The purpose of this article is to describe the state of medical science in Belarusian governorates
against the backdrop of European tendencies in medical science development.

Material and methods. The article relies on scientific and media publications by Belarusian and
Russian authors: dissertation abstracts on issues of medical education, encyclopedia articles and
biography dictionaries of the early XXth century. To achieve the goal special research methods were
used: the historical and genetic, the historical and system and the historical and typological.

Findings and their discussion. The establishment of medical education in Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth is in the focus of this article. Initially lecturers and professors were invited from
European countries. However in the first half of the XIXth century an independent medical school was
formed. Its representatives made considerable contributions to the European knowledge in surgery,
balneology, and toxicology.



Conclusion. It is concluded, that despite the short time of their operation, the work of Vilnius
University Medical Faculty first, and later of the Medical and Surgery Academy was successful.
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
