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The contemporary research approach to studying history through the prism of human factor
determined the necessity and topicality of a new interpretation of traditional documentary sources.

The purpose of the study is to analyze information and reporting documents of the Women Department
of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Belarus in 1946-1954 as a source on the history of
the post War women’s everyday routine.

Material and methods. The research was based on materials of the Women Department of the Central
Committee  of the Communist Party of Belarus (CC of CPB) stored in the National Archive of the
Republic of Belarus. Such methods of historical research as the historical and comparative, the
historical and genetic, the historical and descriptive as well as the method of historical retrospection
were used.



Findings and their discussion. Reporting notes, reports of CC, Regional Committees and District
Committees Women Department workers present the activities of the Party and Soviet bodies on the
implementation of the state policy which was directed at the development of different spheres of everyday
life of women. They make it possible to trace the influence of political decisions of authorities on women
everyday routine, to study social and working activity of women population and, to some extent,
reconstruct behavioral moods of women themselves.

Conclusion. Documents of the Women Department of the Central Committee of the Communist Party
of Belarus include various information which characterizes women everyday routine in the first post
Great Patriotic War years. Their critical interpretation makes it possible to reconstruct the picture of
everyday post War reality of women both in the Western Regions and in the country on the whole.
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
