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The study of the Party and state bodies activities in the BSSR on selection and placement of personnel
in the Republic economy in the post-War revival years out of the former partisans and demobilized
warriors is topical because this study makes it possible to disclose the shortcomings of the process in the
first post-War years and shape a wholesome picture of those processes in the contemporary context.

The purpose of the work is analysis of the Party and state bodies’ activities in the BSSR on building up
management personnel, specialists and workers of mass jobs out of the former partisans and demobilized
warriors.

Material and methods. National Archive of the Republic of Belarus and State Archive of Vitebsk
Region documents are used in the article. General research as well as traditional special historical
methods are used in the article: the historical and system and the historical and comparative.

Findings and their discussion. Issues of building up management personnel and workers of mass jobs
out of the former partisans and demobilized warriors in 1943-1948 are considered in the article, their
activities on reconstruction of the Republic economy in the first post-War years. The author analyzes
contents of documents of the Union and the Republic bodies which established ways of employment of
demobilized warriors (partisans) and their implementation in the complicated and short time in the
country’s regions. The research findings are the conclusion on the stages of post-War employment of
demobilized warriors and partisans. The first stage, October-November 1943 — June 1945, was the time
when the directions of personnel shaping out of partisans on the liberated territory of the BSSR were
outlined. The second stage, from the mid 1945, was based on adopting state Red Army Personnel
Demobilization laws after the Victory over fascist Germany.

Conclusion. Between 1943 and 1948 the Party and State bodies actively worked on building up,
training management personnel and providing manufacture collectives with workers of mass jobs out of
demobilized warriors and partisans. Later their employment was in a planned way, which made it
possible to solve the urgent issue of selection, placement and training mass jobs specialists and
management personnel for the Republic economy.
