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Party and state leadership of the USSR and the Belarusian SSR paid considerable attention to the
solution of the food problem in 1953-1985. The results of the collective and state farms, concerning this
issue, depended on many components.

The aim of this publication is to identify prerequisites that had a significant impact on the professional
training and motivation of mass agricultural occupations experts.

Material and methods. Research of the process of training mass occupations experts for collective
and state farms, the definition of the place and role of this category of the peasantry in the solution of the
agrarian problem was based on archival materials: 4-p fund, inventory 46, 1604; 48 fund, inventory 9
and 14; fund 30, inventory 9, 13; 31 fund, inventory 9; 7 fund, inventory 10 of the National Archives, as
well as on scientific publications. The methodology of the research is based on the principles of
dialectical materialism: objectivity, historicism, the connection with social practice; scientific methods,



such as analysis, comparison and synthesis; concrete historical methods such as historical and
typological, historical and systemic.

Findings and their discussion. The main production force of collective and state farms was livestock
breeders and field workers in 1953-1985. This group of villagers had low educational qualifications, lack
of professional training. A specific system of personnel training was created in Belorussia to provide
livestock specialists and field workers for collective and state farms. The basis of this system was in the
form of course training in the 1950s. A significant role was played by the People’s University, schools of
advanced experience, the training of specialists in the branches of agricultural technical training colleges
in 1960-1970s. However, the formal bureaucratic attitude of the collective farm management to
breeder’s interests, poor working conditions, and lack of rest, holidays and small income didn’t motivate
farmers to increase productivity, which hindered the development of agricultural production.

Conclusion. These factors hindered the development of agricultural production; had a negative
impact on personnel matters in livestock breeding.
