System-functional features of subject dynamic verbs
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The article is dedicated to the identification of ways of semantic representation of information about a
subject (doer of the action) in the structure of English dynamic verb. It also outlines the way this
information is actualized in subject-predicate syntagms. The relevance of the study is determined by
necessity to reveal the correlation patterns of verb semantics and syntagmatics.



The goal of the article is to analyze distinctive features of subject dynamic verbs in terms of their
system meaning and usage.

Methods and materials. The material of the study is 320 English verbs, having in their structure of
meaning a categorical-lexical feature “change” and differential features that reflect the type and
characteristics of a probable subject. The basic methods are a componential analysis of definitions of
verb-meaning and the contextual analysis of concordances of those verbs, taken from electronic text
corpus (British National corpus).

Findings and discussion. Three groups of verbs are distinguished according to the way the subject is
concretized in the semantic structure. Verbs of a subject-prototype contain a two-faceted (image-based
and analytically structured) seme of a prototypical subject (a prototypical way of concretization). In
English a group on verbs with inner subject-prototype and a group of denominal verbs with outer subject-
prototype are distinguished. The latter has a prototypical subject incorporated in the morphemic
structure. The third group are verbs with subject-attribute, that represent an attributive way of
concretization of a subject when separate semantic features reflecting physical, categorical or
psychological characteristics of a subject are included in the verb meaning. Peculiar structure and
content of a subject component determine functional peculiarities of the grouped verbs. The seme of a
prototypical subject structures the centre of extensional field of a “subject” component which draws
more or less typical agents (compared to a prototype). Morphological incorporation of a prototypical
subject restricts the combination of a derived verb with a motivating noun. The typicality of left actants in
syntagms with subject-attribute verbs is recognized by a category-type feature. The possibility of
subjective characteristics of a doer (attributing certain features) broadens the extensional field of subject
component for verbs with subject-attribute.

Comclusion. The study provides new facts to modeling the contents of lexical meaning of a verb and
its combination patterns in predicate syntagms. It also contributes to the investigation of correlation of
two basic concepts: a subject and an action.
