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Out of the whole normative and legal material of the interwar Rzeczpospolita Poland the article dwells
upon a complex of regulations, which have to do with the organization of municipal self-government in
Western Belarus. They are fundamentally different from those issued for the central area of Poland, their
analysis demonstrates features of the legal and political regime in the region. However, in order not to
overload the article, the author focuses on the formal-legal analysis of key instruments.

The purpose of this article is to identify and analyze the main legal acts which regulate the organization
and functioning of the municipal self-government in the Western lands.
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Material and methods. Normative legal acts on the organization and functioning of the municipal
government, issued by the Polish authorities for the Western Belarus and Central Poland. The
methodological basis is the formal and the historical and legal, as well as the comparative methods.

Findings and their discussion. On the territory of Western Belarus a different political and legal order
was established that existed almost unchanged during the entire interwar period. All this refutes the findings
of the Belarusian researcher A.l. Borka on the similarity of the self-government system in Western
Belarusian towns and the former Kingdom of Poland [3, c. 14, 45].

Conclusion. The legal basis of municipal self-government in Western Belarusian lands were decrees of
the Commissioner-General of Eastern lands in 1919 -1920. Features of legal acts issued for the region
indicate a special political and legal regime. It did not change dramatically, even in 1933 and lasted until
1939.
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
