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In the post-reform period, providing the population with food is an important direction in social policy
of the Government of the Russian Empire.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the evolution of the basic forms and methods of providing food
aid to the urban population of the Belarusian provinces in 1861-1914.

Material and methods. The study was prepared on the basis of an analysis of legislative acts, archival
sources and clerical materials. The analysis, synthesis, comparison, historical and genetic, historical and
comparative methods were used to achieve this purpose.

Findings and their discussion. The organization of food security of the population was the
responsibility of the governors. After carrying out the urban reform on the territory of the Belarusian
provinces in 1875, local governments began to participate in the provision of food aid to the townspeople.
They formed taxes, created food commissions and committees. Since the beginning of the XX century in
large cities self-government bodies began to open their own bakeries and shops, financed cheap canteens.

Conclusion. During the period from 1861 to 1914, the organization of food aid to the urban
population gradually passed into the hands of local self-government bodies, and overall control was
maintained by the provincial administration only.
