The European Union’s China Policy (2011-2016)
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In the second decade of the 21st century, the European Union (EU) and the People’s Republic
of China (PRC) began to pay special attention to expanding their investment cooperation. The
debt crisis revealed the structural weakness of the eurozone. As a result, EU member states
began to seek support for their economic recovery program from the Chinese government. This
resulted in increased competition among member states for Chinese investment. At the same
time, the concentration of EU institutions on internal problems had a negative impact on their
ability to harmonize the positions of member countries in the process of developing a foreign
policy strategy towards the PRC. Cooperation of the parties changed considerably: a shift in the
power balance in the relations between EU and the PRC in favor of the Chinese side was
identified.

The purpose of the article is to study the evolution of the European Union’s policy towards
China in 2011-2016.

Material and methods. This research is based on the totality of the scientific principles such
as historicism, integrity and objectivity. The general scientific methods were also used: analysis,
synthesis, induction, deduction, comparison, generalization. In addition, methods of comparative
historical and comparative political analysis were applied

Findings and their discussion. In 2011-2016, the European Union and China were
committed to strong investment cooperation, which was declared one of the priorities in bilateral
relations. In 2013, the EU and China agreed to launch negotiation for a comprehensive
agreement on investment. The new agreement was expected to increase the flow of FDI between
both sides. However, the economic interests of the member states and their interest in Chinese
capital largely weakened the EU foreign policy and therefore complicated the EU-China
negotiations about investment agreement. Nevertheless, EU made efforts to expand the
cooperation with China and involve this country in the active discussion of world politics.
Although, China supported the EU initiatives, the Chinese leadership refrained from directly
involvement in the conflicts. Because of the complexity to develop a common position within the
EU, the Chinese government preferred building bilateral relations with member states. Climate
change was the one area where the EU and China have successes in cooperation.

Conclusion. Thus, in 2011-2016, the EU intended to strengthen investment cooperation with
China. However, the increased competition of member countries for Chinese capital had a
negative impact on the EU's ability to elaborate the European economic, political and security
policies towards China.
