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In may 1923 the Central Committee of the RCP(B) considered the issue of the BSSR borders and
agreed to its development. Since that time, active work began on the return of Eastern Belarusian
lands into the BSSR. The issue was actively discussed locally. The article is devoted to the attitude of
the local population and the county authority to the state ownership of the territory of Vitebsk
Province in 1923-1924.

The purpose of the article is to determine the attitude of the local population and the county
authorities to the state ownership of the territory of Vitebsk Province.

Material and methods. The sources when writing the article were archival documents revealed
during our work in the State Archive of Vitebsk Region, articles published in Vitebsk Province
newspaper “News of Vitebsk Provincial Executive Committee and Provincial Committee of RCP(B)”.
The research is based on traditional historical methods, such as historical-systematic and historical-
typological. General scientific methods are also used.



Findings and their discussion. Belarusian intellectuals were most enthusiastic about the
expansion of the BSSR. Teachers, workers of educational and cultural institutions, welcomed the
inclusion into the Belarusian Republic since 1923. As for workers and peasants, most of them in 1923
opposed the accession. They were worried that the union with the BSSR would negatively affect their
financial situation. A year later workers and peasants perceived the expansion of the BSSR as a fait
accompli, as they understood that all decisions were taken at the Center and they could not be
changed.

Conclusion. The analysis of the sources made it possible to shape an idea of the attitude of the
local population and the county authorities to the state ownership of the territory of Vitebsk Province
in 1923-1924.
