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The Council of Belarusian saints includes Saint Faithful Princess Eupraxia of Pskov. However
after a careful look through the widely known today biography of the Saint one can find out a number
of chronological discrepancies and contradictions to historic realia.

The purpose of the article is to analize the anscient fact containing layer connected with the
personality of Euphrosyne Rogvoldovna, Princess of Polotsk, to verify and specify data available in it
basing on the general cultural and historic context of that epoch.

Material and methods. The well-known today biography of Saint Faithful Princess Eupraxia of
Pskov, genealogy and history data of Polotsk Prince’s House of the XII century, pollitical and
cultural ties of Polotsk land with the neighbouring lands of Russia underwent a comparative and
deductive analysis.



Findings and their discussion. In the well-known biography of Eupraxia of Pskov by Eugene
Bolkhovitinov fates of several princesses with similar names are equated. The reason of this is
probably the scarcity of the data about these princesses and fragmentation of the sources which are
not verified and synchronized. The clue to the reconstruction of the biography of the Polotsk Princess
can be obtained from the clearing bulletin of Vitebsk Annunciation Church which says that the Church
«was revived by Reverend Princess Eyphrosyne of Polotsk» who loved going there and pray in the
chapel which was on the choir at the southern wall as it was in Polotsk Church of the Savior.

Conclusion. Euphrosyne Rogvoldovna, Boris Vseslavich’s granddaughter and Reverend
Euphrosyne’s of Polotsk niece was apparently David Rostislavich’s of Smolensk wife and thus could
live in Vitebsk in 1165-1167 as the Princess of Vitebsk and, after her husband’s death, from 1197 and
to her own death, as his, widow, in her daughter and son-in-law’s house. Living in Vitebsk Princess
Euphrosyne promoted the revival of Vitebsk Annunciation Church which had suffered from time and
Polotsk-Smolensk wars.
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
