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Power is one of the most important criteria of a society political development. Mechanisms of its
institutionalization are of great importance during the process of state formation investigation.
Ancient Russia (Rus) was one of the biggest state formations in Eastern Europe in the epoch of the
early Middle Ages. It influenced state formation process in Belarusian lands very much. One of the
most interesting political figures for the study of institutionalization and sacralization of powerin its
history was Vladimir the Great, who is also known as «The Baptist of Russiay. His policy of power
legitimization influenced not only the development of Ancient Russia itself. It can be also traced in
further political unions on neighbor lands, including the Grand Duchy of Lithuania.

The purpose of the article is to analyze mechanisms of institutionalization of St.Vladimir's power.

Material and method. During the research the author used materials of chronicles, general works
on the topic. Also illustrations from Radziwill Chronicle and numismatic data were used. The author



used such general methods of scientific investigation as historical, objective systematic principle and
complex approach.

Findings and their discussion. Vladimir the Great went a long way to become a powerful and
strong ruler, the Baptist of Russia. The historical background of his reign was favorable and the state
itself was quite stable which led to Vladimir’s political success. However, it is also obvious that
Vladimir used different ways or sources to make his power legitimate and strong.

Conclusion. The image of Vladimir as a monarch, chosen by God, influenced the idea of sacral
ruler in Belarusian lands, including the rulers of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania.
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
