Interrelations between the Orthodox Church and the State in 1944-1948 (the
Example of Vitebsk Region)
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The interrelations between the Orthodox Church and the Soviet state in the USSR in different
historical periods had certain peculiarities.

The purpose of the article is to present basic changes of the state and religious policy in relation to the
Orthodox Church in 1944-1948 (on the example of the situation in Vitebsk Region).

Material and methods. The research was conducted on the basis of reports by the Republic
and the Region authorized officials of the Russian Orthodox Church Council which are stored in
the National Archive of the Republic of Belarus and the State Archive of Vitebsk Region as well
as in research papers.

Findings and their discussion. The example of Vitebsk Region illustrates features of the state
and religious policy in the post-war period in relation of the Orthodox Church; features of



Orthodox parishes’ activities in the Eastern areas of the BSSR are revealed. After the War
Vitebsk Region population remained highly religious. Orthodox parishes needed qualified
clergymen. Priests on the territory of Vitebsk Region actively performed religious rites of
baptism, marriage, organized church choirs.

Conclusion. On the territory of Vitebsk Region after the end of the War Soviet authorities did
not hamper the activities of churches and the opening of new ones. They were registered under
the control of the system of interrelations between the state and the Church, which was shaped
after 1943 and was headed by the Russian Orthodox Church Council at the USSR Council of
Ministers. On the territory of Vitebsk Region by the end of 1948 there had been 28 churches
registered in the Council. Clergymen actively worked with church goers in different directions
using every opportunity. During religious holidays church services were conducted on the large
scale where spiritual Christian teaching was preached. Before 1947 Orthodox parishes of
Vitebsk Region raised money for charities.
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
