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The article is devoted to the study of historical novels of the scientist, ethnographer, writer, public
figure, a native of Vitebsk province, F.A. Ossendovski “The King’s Trumpeter”, “Vanko from Lisovo”,
“Strong People”. They represent an artistic reflection of the history of the Lithuanian-Polish family of the
Coat of Arms of the Fox. On a rich documentary (primarily historical and ethnographic) material the
writer comprehended the role of personality in history and created the image of the national hero-
defender, who reflected the best features of the warrior-patriot of the Motherland.

The purpose of the research is to identify features of the historic prose of F.A. Ossendovski on the
example of the novels of “The King’s Trumpeter”, “Vanko from Lisovo”, “Strong People” which are
organically linked among each other and are a kind of a chronicle of a noble family.

Material and methods. F.A. Ossendovski’s novels “The King’s Trumpeter” (Piastuv, 1831), “Vanko
from Lisovo” (Lvov—Warsaw, 1929), “Strong People” (Lvov—Warsaw, 1938) became the material for
literary analysis. The main research methods were the cultural and historic, the biographic, the method of
idea and composition analysis of a piece of art.

Findings and their discussion. As a result of the multilateral literary analysis of the selected literary
texts of F.A. Ossendovski, the author of the article comes to the conclusion of the original plot-



compositional relationship of the novels “The King’s Trumpeter” and “Strong People”, as well as of the
ideological unity of the named works of art with the novel “Vanko from Lisovo”.

Conclusion. Thus, F.A. Ossendovski’s novels “The King's Trumpeter” (Piastuv, 1831), “Vanko from
Lisovo” (Lvov—-Warsaw, 1929), “Strong People” (Lvov—Warsaw, 1938) are a kind of a historical three-
piece complex which is united by one idea of depicting the history of a noble family (the Coat of Arms of
the Fox) as well as the life of a person during a crucial historic period (Mongol invasion in the XIII
century and November Uprising of 1830-1831).
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
