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On the basis of special researches and new archival sources of the National Archive of the Republic of
Belarus and the State Archive of the Russian Federation, the article analyzes the events of re-evacuation
of Belarusian refugees of the First World War in the framework of the Soviet migration policy in 1918—
1923.

The aim is to analyze the process of re-evacuation of Belarusian refugees of the First World War
within the framework of the Soviet migration policy (1918-1923).

Material and methods. On the basis of new historical sources from the National Archive of the
Republic of Belarus, primarily the Fund of the Belarusian National Commissariat, and the State Archive
of the Russian Federation we have made an attempt to analyze additional circumstances and
consequences of the return of Belarusian refugees as an implementation of Soviet migration policy.

Findings and their discussion. The author outlines the main approaches in the implementation of the
migration policy, attention is drawn to the complete subordination of the actions of the migration service
of the Byelorussian SSR to the Russian, and later — to the Union one. The author concludes that after the
seizure of power by the Bolsheviks the reevacuation of evacuees and refugees of Belarusian provinces
during the First World War in 1918-1923 by Soviet authorities was conducted according to the



requirements of the RCP(b) leadership.

Conclusion. The analyzed causes illustrate that Belarusian national political figures, although
engaged in refugees issue, were not able to turn a huge mass of Belarusian refugees in the direction of
the national state-building.
