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The first half of the XIX century was marked by processes of the scientific evolvement of the Russian
historical studies. It was conditioned by the emergence of historical works by M. Karamzin, who had
given rise to numerous trends in rendering the problems of historical background of both Imperial Russia
and allied neighboring nations, including those which were the parts of the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth (pol. Rzeczpospolita).



Both political and science factors, first of all partitions of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth,
affected these processes. Russian historians tried to demonstrate its historical justifiability based upon
everlasting belonging to Russia of the Eastern lands of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth.

The purpose of this study is to assess the archaeographic publications and historical works of the
Russian historian P. Mukhanov through the lens of evolvement of the Russian historical conception in the
first third of the XIX century.

Material and methods. For the purpose hereof P. Mukhanov’s published works and source
publications regarding the background of Poland-Russia relations at the beginning of the XVII century
were used. The methodological basis of the study was built upon principles of historicism, objectivity,
systematicity and consistency in accumulation of historical knowledge. The following main histriographic
methods have been employed for the purpose of this study: histriographic analysis & synthesis, as well as
problematic & chronological method.

Findings and their discussion. Character of the historical and source studying publications, as well
as the author’s views of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth history, in particular historical
background of the Polish state, were mainly dependable upon political factors, i.e. successful
implementation of the foreign policy by the Russian state and gaining more territories due partitions of
the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. At the same time, publications on the topic of the Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth history in so far as they regard also history of Ukraine, Belarus and
Lithuania are still not without interest of historians nowadays. We are talking about True Evidences of
Poland-Russia Relations Predominantly in the Impostors’ Days, (rus. «Iloonunnvie ceéudemenvbcmea o
e3aummuvlx omuowenusx Poccuu u Ionvuu npeumywecmeenno 6o eépems Camoszeanyesy), Mukhanov
Collector and Memoirs of Stanistaw Zétkiewski, Hetman in the Crown. His views of relations between the
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and the State of Muscovy at the beginning of the XVII century are
indicative of prevalence of the patriotic focus in his works, as well as attitude of the Russian society to the
Poles in the XIX century.

Conclusion. P. Mukhanov managed to collect quite a lot of historical documents, part of which
addresses the Polish history. It is possible to acknowledge the fact of P. Mukhanov’s significant
contribution into publishing of the historical materials on the topic of Poland-Russia relations in the XVII
century, which had beneficial effect on the further studies of the problems described. However, it should
be noted that he was patriotically minded national of the Russian state, whose vision of Poland-Russia
relations were influenced by the official narrative and who offered insight to all events only in terms of
the interests of the Russian statesmanship.
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
