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Nowadays a lot of issues of the history of state security services of the BSSR are not studied
enough. This explains the topicality of the research issue. Analysis of various elements of the
situation, including those related to repatriation, the identification and description of its specific
features that influenced the activities of the state security bodies of the BSSR, contribute to the
further scientific study of the history of Belarus in general.



The purpose of the paper is to study the influence of the repatriation process on some
elements of the situation in the BSSR as well as the organization and the activities of state
security bodies.

Material and methods. The research is based on the systemic principles, on the principles of
objectivity and historicism. To reach the goal the author used general scientific methods
(analysis, generalization, logical) and special historical methods (historical-genetic,
retrospective etc.).

Findings and their discussion. One of the most important political tasks was to return Soviet
citizens back to their homeland, those who during the war years stayed abroad for various
reasons. At the same time, the repatriation channel was used by foreign secret services to
introduce their agents into the USSR. This circumstance led to the organization of
counterintelligence support of the repatriation process by the state security forces. On the
territory of the Republic, the main purpose of the participation of the state security bodies of the
BSSR in repatriation was identification of agents of foreign secret services, traitors who went
back to the USSR as well as accomplices of the Nazi invaders.

Conclusion. In general, the state security bodies of the BSSR, by carrying out counter-
intelligence support for repatriation, solved their current tasks of protecting national interests.
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
