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Actualization of a genre type of the story depends on cognitive and communicative tasks of the time.
The social and psychological story is one of the key genre subtypes of the late XX century Russian and
Belarusian story both in the context of realistic aesthetics and in the style field of Modern.

The purpose of the article is to identify features of the idea and thematic as well as style
transformation of the social and psychological story in the late XX century Russian and Belarusian prose.

Material and methods. The methodological base of the research is made up by works by domestic and
foreign literary critics in the field of comparative and typological studies of literature phenomena. The
research object is stories by Russian and Belarusian writers of the late XX century.

Findings and their discussion. Stages of the semantic and morphological transformation of the late
XX century Russian and Belarusian social and psychological story are revealed in the article. Types of



characters which were shaped in this genre type of the story are found out; ways of subject organization
are analyzed. The reliability of the findings is determined by vast empiric material.

Conclusion. The necessity in shaping axiological landmarks which would substitute the ideological
ones, that lost their significance, conditioned the need in the genre type of social and psychological story
in the late XX century Russian and Belarusian prose. From the ideal and thematic point of view the social
and psychological story made it possible for the writers to raise current issues, to reflect events of the
history and the present day; to be isomorphic to the needs of Belarusian prose in shaping and
preservation of the genre canon simultaneously with the absorption of vanguard tendencies. The
communicative strategy of the social and psychological story in the late XX century Russian and
Belarusian literatures is aimed at the search of the life sense, at man’s understanding of human essence,
his place within the society, at understanding the individual way in the context of the historical way of
the people and state, at understanding the philosophic issues of being and death.
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
