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One of the most enduring and productive kinds of cultural cooperation is the bilateral ties. The
consolidation of bilateral relations through signing agreements of various kinds both at the highest level
as well as between individual departments, regional authorities has become a tradition in most countries.

The purpose of the study is to generalize the experience of the formation of contractual framework of
bilateral cultural cooperation between Belarus and to determine the main trends of its development,
directions and partner countries.

Material and method. Collection, compilation, and analysis of information on bilateral international
instruments used in the field of cultural relations. To determine the main partner countries, geographical



areas and development trends of bilateral contractual framework, statistical methods, systematization,
and comparison of the principles of historicism, historical, genetic and historical-typological approach
have been used.

Findings and their discussion. The geography of partner countries in the period of 1991-1996 clearly
indicates a multi-vector foreign cultural policy of the Republic of Belarus. During this time frame,
Belarus concluded agreements with almost all neighboring countries, except for Latvia. Work was being
done on the conclusion of agreements with CIS countries. The legal foundation of the relations with
certain countries in Europe and Asia was laid.

The preiod from the second half of the 1990s to 2001 was the time of alienating some countries,
primarily in Central and Western Europe. The gradual change in the geography of the new partners was
visible. The legal base with Russia enlarged. Steps to establishing the cultural cooperation with Asian
countries were made.

During the period between 2002 and 2012, two phases of revival of connections with Europe were
seen (2002-2005, 2009-2011). At that time, the practice of concluding interdepartmental agreements
with the CIS countries (Turkmenistan, Tajikistan) continued after a considerable hiatus. Relations with
the countries of other continents expanded.

In 2013-2017, the dynamics of bilateral agreements indicate the activation of the Asian vector of
cultural contacts of Belarus and the considerable growth (after a break in 2002-2014) of the contractual
framework with the entities of the Russian Federation.

Conclusion. The impact of both internal and foreign policy factors on the dynamics and geography of
signing bilateral legal documents in the field of cultural cooperation is visible.

Belarus managed to establish a regular cooperation only with certain countries on the base of specific
programs and plans. During the entire study period, those countries were: Lithuania, India, Russia,
China and Armenia (since 2011).
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
