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Belarusian researchers revealed a lot of issues of the political and organizational activities of the
Party and Soviet bodies on strengthening the Red Army, military and patriotic upbringing of people.
However the state policy of military training of the Republic youth is still little studied.

The purpose of the article is to analyze within the Republic the efficiency of volost military training
stations, to generalize the accumulated experience, which can be used nowadays, to reveal causes that
impeded training younger generation to defend their Motherland in the described period.

Material and methods. In writing the article the researcher studied documents of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Belarus, Central Committee of the Communist Youth Union,
Region administrations, current documentation, reports, notes by education specialists of military
commissariats. The methodology of the article is based on the principles of analysis, synthesis, induction,
deduction, generalization, analogy, objectivity and historicism.

Findings and their discussion. Historiography of the military and patriotic upbringing of the
Republic youth in the studied period is considered in the article. Organization of general military training



of young people at the volost recruiting stations of the Republic in January-February 1919 is analyzed.
Successful experience gained in a number of places is revealed. It is pointed out that the absolute
majority of trainees were young people. The issues connected with general compulsory training, the
absence of weapons, ammunition and the lack of funds are analyzed. At the same time, in general, the
state policy of military training was well-considered and basically fulfilled its mandated tasks.

Conclusion. The system of mandatory military training in the Soviet Socialist Republic of Belarus
satisfied the needs of the Red Army in the trained reserve in spite of its short existence. Most of those who
were trained received good basics of military knowledge and defended successfully the territory of the
Republic against Polish Army in 1919-1920.
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
