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According to the anthropocentric approach of modern linguistics, language in general and especially
phraseology, are the most important mechanisms that contribute to cultural identity formation and
strengthening through concepts. Concepts construct the picture of the world, being realized in conceptual
metaphors.

The goal of the study is identification of metaphorical nominations of Fire in the English language, as
well as the rationale for the possible correlation of the conceptual metaphors of FIRE and phraseological
units containing the core of FIRE.

Material and methods. The material of the research was the metaphorical nominations of FIRE,
represented in the British National Corps (BNC). The study was conducted by the method of conceptual-
taxonomic analysis.

Findings and their discussion. Two basic conceptual metaphors of FIRE, which can be represented
as binary oppositions: FIRE IS A LIVING BEING/FIRE IS A NONLIVING BEING; FIRE IS A
CREATIVE POWER/FIRE IS A DESTRUCTIVE POWER, from which subordinant models are derived,
are highlighted. The analysis of English phraseological units containing the core of FIRE shows that
they can be considered as derivatives of basic and subordinant conceptual metaphors.

Conclusion. The analysis of the conceptual metaphors of FIRE and a number of phraseological units
with the core of FIRE suggests that there is a correlation between the basic conceptual metaphors FIRE



IS A LIVING BEING/FIRE IS A NONLIVING BEING and FIRE IS A CREATIVE POWER/FIRE IS A
DESTRUCTIVE POWER and their subordinant models and phraseological units in the English language.
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
