Metaphor as a Presentation Means of the Concept

A study of metaphor expressions which are powerful presentations of the concept of the sky in R.
Baradulin’s poetic works is conducted in the article.

The article aims at identifying the specificity of the metaphor as a presentation means of the concept
of the sky in the language of R. Baradulin’s poetry.

Material and methods. The research was conducted on the material of R. Baradulin’ collections of
poems. The descriptive and the quantity-statistic methods as well as methods of concept and component
analysis were used in the linguistic material analysis.

Findings and their discussion. The linguistic means which belong to the nomination filed of the
concept of the sky in the poetic works by R. Baradulin include the following: the key word of the sky as
the concept presenter; the sky composite, the individual author’s neologisms of nebadol, nebaskhon,
nebasklep; name words which denote astronomic bodies like sun, moon, stars as celestial objects.
